conformable with foreign culture; the more incapable they become of accepting and 
believing in G-d's Torah. 

Today, masses of exile Jewry have, due to their very presence in a foreign 
cultural environment, reached a state in which they are really incapable of 
discerning the Divine truth of G-d's Torah. They have lost the ability to distinguish 
between the truth of G-d's Torah and gentile falsehood, between good and evil, 
between life and death.  

In this age of great scientific and technological advancement, when 
materialistic, cosmopolitan "realism" makes assimilation seem acceptable, it is 
clear that the Jewish captive to foreign culture will not improve his ways. Quite the 
contrary, he marches along proudly, far from the camp, far from the idea of 
repenting, almost cut off from every link to his origins. He has lost, so to speak, the 
power of free choice. He who was earmarked to be like the stars of the heavens, 
wallows in the mire.
