1 am writing in respomse to your inquiry concerning
the composition of the Quilon compound on our Bak-O-Matic
pan liners.

Enclosed please find information sheet illustrating
the application of Quilon to paper. As may be seen from
Figure 1 fatty acid and chromium are the only Quilon
components which become part of the finished product.
From Table I it may be seen that chromium and fatty acid
ctand in the ratio of 5.7-5.8 to 12-15 (or roughly 1 to
2.3) Thus, considering only chromium and fatty acid, the
fatty acid constitutes approximately 70% of the Quilon
on the paper.

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It is therefore imperative that even those firms which
manufacture shortening from vegetable oll only have
Hashgachas to ensure the source of the oil, the Kashrus
of the catalyst (some use only Kosher catalysts) and

the Kashrus of the emulsifiers.

All this applies to the plant itself. There still exlsts
one major problem,

PACKERS AND DISTRIBUTORS

As in all segments of the food business, there are firms
who are packers and/or distributors of edible olls and
shortening. That is they buy finished products from the
refineries and either pack it or have it packed with
their own labels. The facts which pertaln to packers and
distributors are as follows:

No packer, even under the strictest supervision,
has control over the refineries. They rely on the Mash-
gichim at the refinery.

In general, packers buy from various refiners,
depending on market conditions. The Mashgichim check
the source of the products, by golng through the ship-
ping papers. This usually 1s adequate if 1t is done by
sorecone well versed with the business.

The oil is shipped from the refineries 1n tank
cars. The same tanks are used sometimes for the trans-
port of non-Kosher oils as well. It happens quite fre-
quently that a tank car used for non-Kosher oil one day
is used for Kosher oil the next day without being clean-
ed.

Therefore it is the opinion of some experts that it is

better to buy oil packed directly by the refineries,
rather than private label packers and distributers.

From the above it 1is self evident that even "pure vege-
table 0il" without adequate Hashgacha may not be used in
the Kosher kitchen or plant. The label may read "Pure
Vegetable 011", and legally so, but it is of no conse-
quence to the Kosher consumer.

There are firms which refine both animal ang vegetable
olls, in the same plant, with Hashgacha on the vegetable
0ll. The machinery and equipment used for the two oils
are completely separate. To our knowledge there is no
plant under 24 hour surveillance. The conscientious
Mashglach inspects the plant daily to ensure that parts
and equilpment have not been exchanged. The less strin-
gent Mashglach inspects the plant weekly.

All plants which process animal fat are under U.S. Dept.
of Agriculture inspection.  The U.S.D.A. issues annual
reports on all plants and products under their inspection.
All those plants that are not under thier inspection re-
fine vegetable oil only.

In those plants where only vegetable o1l is refined,
there are no problems or in the plant itself. The
only thing that may arouse some concern is the catalyst
used in clarification. This catalyst usually consists
of natural nickel but it may have a glycern base. How-
ever this poses no kashrus problem since the nickel is
toxicland renders the glycerin unfit for consumption.

SHORTENING

The manufacture of some shortening can require the ad-
dition of an emulsifier to prevent the separation of the
oil from the solids. Many emulsifiers are non~-Kosher.

In times of shortage many firms buy vegetable oil in the
open market., This may come from a plant that processes
animal oils too.

Edible oil can be made from either:

1) Fats of animals, fish OT fowl
2) Vegetables and seeds; 1.€- cottonseed, safflower and
sunflower seeds, soybeans, olives and nuts ete.

The production of these two types of oil is totally unlike
and dissimilar; The processes and machinery are completely
different. Vegetable oils are derived through pressing

of the rawv materials, while animal derived oils regquire

a aifferent process. In this report we will concentrate
on vegetable oils only, since there are no Kosher animal
derived oils (made 1in America).

At the pressing plant

The oil that comes out of the press 1s crude and requires
further processing i.e. filtration, clarification, and
refining. At this stage there can be no conceivable
problem {as previously mentioned) .

From the press the oil is gransferred to a refinery.

Many refineries press some of thelr own oil. Most do not
have thelr own press and are completely dependent upon
other crude 0il manufacturers.

At the refinery

Unlike the pressing stage, it 3s likely that Kosher and
non-Kosher oils are refined in the same plant and on the
same machinery. Therefore the first two OF three runs of
vegetable oil refined after the processing of non-Kosher
{animal derived) oil may contain between two and five

There is no mention in their letter of the vitamins
they add, which may be derivatives of Issur.

gince Kellogs is not under any gupervision, and
they do nof claim any Kashrus, they are responsible
to nobody and can change the composition of their
products without reporting Lo anybody.

In instances where there are available products that are
produced under Supervision oY auspices, these should be
used. Support of manufacturers that make an effort to
produce Kosher products is very important.

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The following are the terms and terminology that the Vaad

has adopted.

ABSOLUTELY KOSHER: Products whose Kashrus is self-evident.

KOSHER:

For Example: Instant coffee, which we found to
contain no additives, and is made in plants and
on machinery which required no kashering. (See
Madrich #8 for specific brands.)

Another example would be a product made in a face
tory operated by serupulous Shomrei Torah, 1s
under constant Hashgacha, and where only Kosher
products are made. Caution is excercised as to
what comes into and leaves the plant. Such a
product would be the noodles made by Imperial
Noodle. {For specifics see Madrich #7.)

Food which is Kosher beyond doubt, but was pro-
duced on machlnery that needed kashering. in
short, not as good as home made from scratch.
Under this heading come many different types and
categories of products. 1t is impossible to des-
cribe everythling in detail. However in cases
where we find basils for restraint by the scrupu-=
lous we shall report the facts to our readers.
Also any Moreh Horoeh who wishes to know the facts
will receive a detailed report upon request s0
that he can render a well informed Psak Halocha.

PERMITTED: A product in which a Sheala was involved and

was permitted according to accepted Psak Halocha.
In cases where the Heter was pased on principles
used only in times of dire need, we shall report
the facts to our readers.

NOT TO BE USED: Foods which cannot be called definitely

BUT:

Kosher or Non-Kosher.

For Example: Kellogs makes numerous products,
many of which contain mixtures of Issur and may
be . There are others, such as
some cereals that contain no Trefa ingredients
and are produced on separate machinery. (See
Kellog's letter in Madrich issue #9.)

We have just assumed that their clalm as to the
ingredients and geparate machinery is accurate,
which we cannot verify.

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with the knowledge of the problems which were involved
with certain products rather than a simple Kosher or
non-Kosher verdict.

An example of one such problem 1s the basic premise
with which we work that applies to all processed products.
A mass produced product, in most cases, cannot in any

way compare to anythin repared in total in an indivi-
dual kitchen., There are exceptions, however, and we
shall l1dentify them as such.

III. Volunteers

As our work and influence increases so does the
number of people who volunteer their services, It has
become inpossible to control all those who claim to rep-
resent the Vaad. There have been a number of people
who purporting to represent the Vaad have attempted to
visit plants and other establishments. Some of these
had noble intentions but had insufficient training and
no sense of direction. This 1s an unnecessary harrass-
ment of business men and hinders our work. There are
some who for reasons of their own wish to discredit the
Vaad. It was therefore decided that anyone claiming to
represent the Vaad Hakashrus must identify his member-
ship in the Vaad Hapoel by showing his I.D. card.

IV, Advertising

The role of the Vaad is to act as an information
clearing house for the general public and merchants
as well. We publicize our findings but reserve to
ourselves the right to do so., In no way 1s a merchant
to use our findings in his advertisement.

We have already assisted many merchants in ensuring
the Kashrus of thelr products. Some establishments have
been completely reorganlzed under our guldance, and we
shall continue this service. This is done in keeping
with our nature as a public service organization, and
in no way is it to be construed to mean that any product
or product line 1s under our supervision or auspilciles.

Again, we reserve the right to publicise our findings.
The right to decide what 1s and is not published remains
with the Vaad. Whatever is deemed necessary for publica-
tion will be published in the Madrich. No credence
should be given to any rumors.

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In other words we were presented with a term that is
non-definitive and, therefore, subject to misuse.

Experience has taught us that the majority of mass«
produced foods, with a few exceptions, are not without

problems. Many are unfit not only for the Mehader (who=
ever that may be) but also for the person who wishes to

observe basic Kashrus.

I11. KosheT

As a publlc service organization whose eredentials
are regarded wlth nighest regard, we realized at the
outset the grave responsibllity of what 1is published for

the public's knowledge.,

One of our earllest problems was to what extent to
aifferentiate into different standards of Kashrus.

Let us explain. There are several categorles of
Kosher food products. '

1. Foods Kosher peyond any doubt even for those
not wishing to rely on Mashgechem and Hechsharum.

. Foods that are Kosher only through a proper
Hashgocho. ‘

3, Foods that originally seemed TO present problems,
put were found to be Kosher after consultvation with a

prominent nMoreh Horoeh".

y, Foods contalining questionable substances in such
quantitiles and forms that may be considered Kosher by
some but not all Poskim.

The issue which arose pefore "The Vaad Hapoel" was
1o determine bto what extent reasonable questlon of kash=
rus lies and what constitutes satisfactory findings.

This is surely 2a grave responsibllity, for our re-
ports influence what is or is not eaten in our reader's
households.

- It, therefore, became clear to our Rabbinic advisors
and staff that a precise terminology be inplemented to
give the public as clear a plcture as possible where a
product stands wlth respect to Kashrus. In addition,
and perhaps more important, 1t was the feeling of our
Rabbinic advisors, that as an educational organization,
it was precisely our obligation to provide the public

We feel that our members and readers should

be aware of the policy and decislon making process
of the Vaad Hakashrus.

We are embarking on a program of providing
our readers with some insights into the action
group of the Vaad"The Vaad Hapoel." It is this
group that sets policy and 1s resposible for the
day to day operations of the Vaad Hakashrus.

In future issues, this column will B'H be de~
voted to providing our readers with a picture
of the working process of the Vaad. It will
detail the problems encountered, both the anti-
cipatory and the actual, and will describe the

steps taken by the Vaad in overcoming the problem
areas and determining policy.

Below 1s our first of this series, which is de-
voted to problems of nomenclature.

I. Mehadrin L'Mehadrin

Many manufacturers and distributors use the very
ambiguous term "Kosher L'Mehadrin" on their labels and
in their advertisements. Some use the even more confus-
ing "Mehadrin Min Hamehadrin" to entice the consumer
even more,

Our organization declided that it be worthwhile to
investigate these descriptions of Kashrus quality and
sought to answer the followlng questions:

1. To whom does the term "Mehadrin" refer?

2. Who is rendering the decision that the product 1s fit
for a Mehader.

3. The word "Mehader" means someone who 1s scrupulous.
What 1s he scrupulous about? Is he scrupulous-
- not to eat "trefah" ?
-not to eat anything containing a mixture of
"Issur" ? :
-only to eat items prepared in his own kitchen
from non processed materials ?
-to eat only meat slaughtered under the sup-
ervision of his own Kehila ?

-not to eat anything requiring a decision from
a "Moreh Horoeh" ?

~about using only "Cholov Yisroel" ?
